For Sale in Arizona considers a final walk-through prior to close of escrow to be an essential part of every transaction. It should be performed no more than 5 days and no less than 3 days prior to closing. There are many reasons to perform a final walk-through, for instance, to ensure that any agreed upon repairs have been satisfactorily completed, to ensure all components that should convey in the sale are still part of the home, and to determine the home is in substantially the same condition as when the contract was written. 

This checklist is provided to the buyer to assist them with their final walk-through and is not meant to be all inclusive. You may want to have the company that performed you home inspection assist you in your final walk-through. If you elect not to perform a final walk-through or are otherwise unable to do so, please sign below acknowledging this statement.
